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Publishing rules in the Iragi Journal of Human, Social and
Scientific Research

First / publishing and reviewing

1- The journal publishes research, studies and articles from researchers with
competence and experience in their fields of specialization.

2- All research, studies and articles are subject to arbitration before they are
published by qualified and experienced arbitrators.

3- It is required that the academic degree of the arbitrator be higher than that of the
researcher, or researchers in the event of their multiplicity.

4- The journal is a database of accredited referees in the journal's specialties, and
this list is updated continuously.

5-The arbitrator is required to express his opinion on the research according to
specific elements, including:

=The originality of the research and the extent of its scientific contributions in the
field of specialization.

methodology.
Documentation, sources and footnotes.
=Integrity of content, language and conclusions.

The validity of the research for publication, or not, or after making major or minor
amendments.

6- The journal uses at least two arbitrators for each research, and the editor-in-chief
may choose a third arbitrator in case the research is rejected

From one of the arbitrators, and he apologizes to the researcher for not publishing
if he is rejected by the arbitrators.
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Second - Author's Rights:

1- The editor-in-chief must inform the researcher of the validity of the research for
publication or not within 15 working days of receiving responses arbitrators, in
light of these responses.

2- The researcher may re-publish his research published in the journal in a book
that he has after 5 years after its publication in the journal, provided that ask
permission from the journal and indicate the source when republishing.

3- The researcher may submit the same research paper that he submitted for
publication in the journal to a conference or symposium or other prior to its
publication in the journal, provided that it is not published in the conference or
symposium business register.

4- The researcher may publish a summary of his research accepted for publication
in the journal, whether in the daily or weekly newspapers, on websites, or in
conferences and seminars, provided that it is indicated that the research is
acceptable for publication in the journal.

5- The researcher may submit his research submitted to the journal to obtain an
award, provided that the awarding body does not re-publish it without permission
from the magazine, and it is indicated in the research that it was published in the
journal with the details of publication.

6- The researcher may apply to the journal with his research or study prepared for
the benefit of other bodies, as long as it was not published by means of publication

Accepted.

Third - the Journal rights

1-The editorial board may examine the search in principle to determine its
suitability for arbitration, and when the arbitrators' reports are received, the opinion
arbitrators are obligated to be published in the journal.
2- The editor-in-chief must inform a researcher that his research is acceptable or
not acceptable for publication of the opinion of the arbitrators, upon request,
without mentioning the names of the arbitrators without any obligation to respond
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to the research author's comment, and the research is returned to the researcher to
make adjustments within a period of one month from the date of receiving the
response from the journal, otherwise, this will be a withdrawal from the researcher
for publication, and his right to the journal's demands is waived. By publishing or
retrieving the report.

3- It is not permissible to publish the research in another scientific journal after
notifying the researcher of approval to publish it in the journal.

4- The researcher may not submit his research to the journal after publishing it in
paper or electronically in a scientific journal or in the work of conferences and
seminars or any other party. Otherwise, it is prohibited to publish any research by
the researcher in the journal for a period of two years.

5-The researcher, when rejecting his search as a result of the opinions of the
arbitrators, has the right to submit anew the same search, after making all the
required amendments.

6-The journal may re-publish research, whether on paper or electronically, that was
previously published.

7-1f it is proven for the journal that the researcher published the research he
submitted for publication in the journal, on paper or electronically, before or after
submitting it for publication<he shall be banned from publishing in the magazine in
the future for a period of two years, and the party that follows him shall be
informed of that.

8- Publication is rejected in the event that the percentage of scientific plagiarism of
the research submitted for publication increases (20%) .
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
